Course Goals and Objectives:  

MATH 100 is a survey of important elementary concepts in

algebra, logical structure, numeration systems, and probability,

designed to acquaint non-specialists with examples of mathematical

reasoning, and to develop an appreciation and understanding of

their historical development and of the relationship of mathematics

to the modern world. Upon successful completion of MATH 100, the student should be able to:

• Use basic techniques in symbolic logic to draw deductive

conclusions in simple situations.

• Solve some problems in finance (compounded interest,

annuity, installment payment, etc.) using hand

calculators.

Homework:  

Use your UH email ID to log on to Laulima (https://laulima.hawaii.edu/portal/) Click Math 100 hyperlink and then “Tasks, Tests and Surveys”, where you can find the homework. You do your homework on the paper and then submit the final answers in the Laulima. Your homework will be graded by Laulima and will be counted in the final score. You turn in homework next class after due day. The student must follow the specific instructions given, either in problems or in class by the instructor.  You may collaborate with your classmate or get assistance from any source to complete homework. Discussion is encouraged. But zero tolerance towards the copying! For each assignment, it is expected that the student will read the text, study the examples, and review class notes before attempting the exercises.  Students should keep all the homework that will serve as an excellent source of study for examinations. To receive credit for homework:

1. First write “Math100” followed by the numbers of the chapters, sections and problems and highlight them, e.g. Math100-ch06-04-01-001. Each problem must be worked neatly and legibly. You can get 2 more points for each homework for writing neatly and legibly. To get credit you must show all necessary work.  Have enough space between problems (At least TWO lines) and different parts of the problem (At least ONE line).  You are suggested to copy the statements of exercises in the homework. This will be helpful to your future review.


2. Whenever the formulas need to be applied, write down the formulas and the values for the variables in the formula first and then plug in the values of the variables. Without the formulas you would lose at least half credits. 

3. You may try the homework many times before the deadline. Laulima will show the number of attempts allowed.

Please follow the format and style of the sample.

5. All homework must be stapled, if there is more than one page, otherwise you would lose points. Staple your homework section by section. Don’t staple different sections together. 

6. This course will cover a large variety of topics in a short amount of time.  You, as a student, must anticipate the need to spend at least three hours of work on each homework assignment.

Attendance:  

Students are expected to attend all classes on time.  Missing one class will cost you one point in the final grade.  But if you attend all classes, you will have the chance to get your grade upgraded up to 3 points in the final grade! Don’t be late! By being late for the class you interfere with the teaching and learning of other students. If you are frequently late (more than 2 times), you lose the chance to get your grade upgraded! Solve all your problems (e.g. go to bathroom) before the class. Turn off your cell phone! If you need leave the class earlier to work, email me and talk to me in person. When the class begins, don’t walk out and then into the classroom during the class. I’ll use the minute paper to take the attendance. Any student who 'disappears' without withdrawing will receive an F. Quizzes will be given as needed. They may not be announced beforehand.  The class is cancelled if, without prior notice, the instructor is fifteen minutes late.
Minute Paper: 

Before each class ends and students are asked to respond briefly to the following two questions in a note: "What was the most important thing you learned during this class" and "What important question remains unanswered for you?"  You may write any feedback in the minute paper. In the minute paper, you should also include the date, class time, course name and your name. 

Exams:  

There will be 3 unit exams and a comprehensive final. Make-ups are given only in the case of illness or personal tragedy. Proof is required. In order to take a make-up, the student must contact the instructor on the day he is absent from the exam or before. Any exam not taken will be counted as zero. The final exam is accumulative.
Grades:  

All the scores you acquire during the semester including the final will be added at the end of the semester and the average will be computed by your total score accumulated divided by the semester total. MATH/SCIENCE DEPARTMENT POLICIES ON WITHDRAWAL AND INCOMPLETE GRADE:


l. WITHDRAWALS (W grade) – After the “last day for all withdrawals", which is found on the calendar in the schedule of courses, the instructor will sign withdrawals only in cases of extreme or unusual circumstances. Grade related excuses are unacceptable. 

examples of extreme or unusual circumstances are:  a) a certified medical reason, b) a death in the immediate family. Students who no longer attend class and who DO NOT OFFICIALLY WITHDRAW from the course will receive "F' grades. Feb. 2, 2009 is the last day for erase withdrawals in person with 50% tuition refund. Mar. 23, 2009 is the last day to withdraw from full-semester classes, to change to credit/no credit grade option, and to request audit grade option. Complete withdrawals and grade option changes must be done in person. Not all classes are eligible for the credit/no credit option.


2. INCOMPLETE (I grade) - students must present the 'request for Incomplete' form prior to the last day of instruction.  'I' grades will be given only to students who are achieving passing grades and are very close to completing the course.  In addition, the student must have a very good reason for not being able to complete all the work on time.  Examples of good reasons are the same as those listed above in item #1.
