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I.  Introduction

A.  Background
Woodworking is making things out of wood.  This may include furniture, sculptures, cabinets, clocks, accessories, gifts and even possibly remodeling your home.  Understanding the properties and types of wood (hardwood vs. softwood, moisture and expansion), the different types of tools--hand tools, power tools, finishes and stains will help the novice gain the knowledge needed to begin creating wonderful works out of wood.  

I chose the subtopics of hand tools and power tools.  Tools can either make your life very easy and enjoyable, or very frustrating and costly.  Also, most people initially do not have access to a shop filled with equipment.  It is important to know the different types of tools (both hand and power) and what is essential or superfluous.

The time period of this bibliography plan is from 1974 to 2004, though woodworking has been around for much longer.  I tried to look at the most current information available even though techniques and designs in woodworking haven’t changed much in the last hundred years.   No other bibliographies were found on woodworking during my search.   Search headings (except for the Library of Congress Call Numbers) and annotations are in alphabetic order.

B.  Audience

The focus of this bibliography plan is geared towards the adult hobbyist who has little experience or knowledge in woodworking.  However, since woodworking is a very broad area, even the most experienced may find some of the information useful.  The focus is on adults since some of the tools in woodworking may require adult supervision, though adolescents at a high school level may also find this information relevant.   

C.  Turabian Style Manual


All citations reflect the Turabian style manual. The Turabian standard style of citations is often used in areas of humanities, social sciences and natural sciences.  It is often used as a “catchall” when the style format for citing is unknown.

II.  Search Strategies

I started my search strategy by first going to the library at UH Manoa and looking in the reference books.  I started with Balay’s Guide to Reference Books.  I looked at a couple other indexes in the reference section of the UH Manoa library, but didn’t find a whole lot on woodworking.  While in the reference section, sifted through a few encyclopedias and dictionaries.  The McGraw-Hill Encyclopedia has the most extensive information on woodworking.  Then I went online and searched electronic databases, first starting with a general search on UH Manoa’s website, then choosing specific databases related to humanities and art.  Lastly I searched the World Wide Web.  The Internet has a plethora of information readily available.

B.  Bibliographies

Guide to Reference Books
 






My fist attempt was Balay’s Guide to Reference Books.  There was no bibliography specifically on WOODWORK or woodworking.  However it did list a Salaman’s Dictionary of Tools used in the Woodworking and Allied Trades.
  I don’t think that this would be totally relevant to the novice/hobbyist woodworker, however it may be interesting to browse through for a general listing or categories of tools.

C.  Encyclopedias and Dictionaries
Encyclopedia Britannica
 






Both the encyclopedia Britannica in the library and Encyclopedia Britannica Online did not have any relevant information on woodworking.  Both listed good information on wood and wood properties, which may be interesting as supplemental knowledge.  

McGraw-Hill Encyclopedia of Science & Technology
 


This encyclopedia gives a nice introduction/overview on five different principals of woodworking, sawing, planning, steam bending, gluing and finishing.   This is a very nice, concise, technical introduction to the concepts.  It also breaks down the topics into subtopics, such as sawing—handsaws and power saws and planning--hand planes and power planes.

D.  Indexes
A Classed Guide to Dictionaries, Encyclopedias and Similar Works Based on the Library of Congress MARC Records, and Arranged According to the Library of Congress Classification System.

Searching under the terms WOODWORK and WOODWORKING, the following items were cited:

· The Complete Dictionary of Wood TS804.C68 1980
This book is available at both Honolulu Community College and UH Hilo’s reference collections.  This book is not available at UH Manoa.
· A Glossary of Wood Working Terms TT180.L44
Not available at any of the UH libraries.

· The Illustrated Encyclopedia of Carpentry & Woodworking Tools, Terms & Materials TT180.S39
This book is available in UH Hilo’s general Collection.  This book is not available at UH Manoa.
· The Woodworkers’ Book of Facts TT180.E83 1970
Not available at any of the UH libraries.

The results of these searches seem to be technical types of information beyond a beginning woodworker’s needs.  I found it very interesting, but not surprising, that HCC and UH Hilo have some of these books in their libraries.   

The Master Index to Subject Encyclopedias

I happen to come across this index when browsing in the reference section of the UH Manoa library.  This index listed items under both the subject headings of WOODWORK and WOODWORKING.   Under WOODWORK, it listed: Fine Woodwork in History of Technology VI p684-703, and the Encyclopedia of American Architecture p566-569.

Under the subject heading of WOODWORKING, the McGraw-Hill Encyclopedia of Science and Technology v19, p517-522 was cited.  It also listed a subtopic of woodworking machines in the Encyclopedia of American Forest & Conservation History V2 p 724-728.  The first couple of citations maybe interesting as a background to the history of woodworking, but may not be directly of interest to the hobbyist.

E.  Online Databases
American Humanities Index

Searched using WOODWORKING in Default Fields, this resulted in only 4 items returned.  Searching using WOODWORK in Default Fields return 10 items.  Most of the results are articles and book reviews, mostly related to art.  These may not be very relevant to the hobbyist.

ERIC

I first tried a search on WOODWORKING in Default Fields, it came up with 407 results, so I tried to narrow it down by doing a SU Descriptors search on WOODWORKING.  I came up with 285 items; most were related to educational types of articles.  I tried to limit my search by WOODWORKING as Keyword but surprisingly came up with no results.  Then I tried WOODWORK as a Keyword search and came up with nothing again.  Parsing through the results, most of the information is related to educational aspects of woodshop in school and would not be relative to my bibliography topic.

Google.com

Using Google, I typed in WOODWORKING as a search term and received an abundance of websites related to woodworking.  This included Woodworking.com, Woodweb, Fine Woodworking magazine, Woodmagazine, WoodZone.com and Delta Machinery’s homepage.  Going through these websites there is a lot of great information, articles and tips for both beginning and advanced woodworkers.  

University of Hawaii Voyager Catalog

The first search I tried is using WOODWORKING as a subject search.  Twenty-five entries returned, none for WOODWORKING specifically.  The results consisted of Woodworking industries for several different countries, Woodworking Machinery and Woodworking Tools.  

The most relevant information was listed under the subheading of WOODWORKING TOOLS.  Thirty-six titles were listed, including Basic Woodworking, Working in Wood: an Introduction (see Annotations)

Using WOODWORK as a subject search also resulted in 24 entries.  For the heading WOODWORK there were 138 titles. Similar titles were listed as in the WOODWORKING TOOLS subheading.

I would say that this database returned the most relevant amount of resources.  Everything that a beginning woodworker needs to know can be found via the University of Hawaii Voyager Catalog.

UH Manoa’s Electronic Resources

I first tried to do a search in UH Manoa’s Electronic Resources.  I tried WOODWORKING in title and description of resource, any words, in databases & indexes, journal and online books.  There were no results returned.  I then tried WOODWORK and came up with two sources; both were for Woodworker’s Journal (New Milford) either via Master FILE Premier or MAS Ultra – School Edition.  

III. Conclusion

One of the most important things that I learned doing this bibliography plan was the availability of library resources.  This includes several different books that include topics in woodworking techniques, tools and plans.  These are great books to browse through and get information and ideas on plans, designs, jigs, and techniques.  The online availability of Woodworkers Journal via UH Manoa’s electronic resources was a great find.  It is great to know that many of the book that are available at Amazon or at Barnes and Noble can be borrowed from the library at no cost!

The World Wide Web provides a huge amount of information, however, sometimes there are barriers to the information, this may be monetary charges, or having to cipher through all the advertisements and links.  Having a book specific to wood working allow easy skimming which may uncover things that were unanticipated by the purpose of actually looking at the book; such as interesting jigs for the table saw, or wood plans that can lead to other ideas.

Woodworker’s Journal

This journal features articles, tips, woodworking basics, special techniques, projects and product reviews aimed at the home woodworking.  Full text is available via UH Manoa’s Electronic Resources, EBSCO Host, MasterFile Premier Publications.  Scope is 1 January 1998 though present.  

Woodworking.com

This website provides information, forums, and links related to woodworking.  Their key principle is to provide a comprehensive, community-based resource for woodworkers.  This is a great resource for information on a wide range of topics including howto’s, reviews and woodworking groups and shops.

Working in Wood:  an Introduction

This book provides practical advice and step-by-step instructions in woodworking.  This includes joining, cutting, planning and finishing.  Materials, hand tools, power tools, design techniques and wood plans are also explained.  This is great comprehensive introduction to woodworking, simply explained and with photos.

B. Hand Tools

The Illustrated Encyclopedia of Woodworking Handtools, Instruments, & Devices

This encyclopedia contains full descriptions and images of tools used by carpenters, joiners, and cabinet-makers (as well as examples of other wood-related occupations).
