Banner:
It was moved, seconded, and approved to accept Banner proposals made by Eric Shaffer:

a. Beginning on the first day of classes, NO students should be added to any classes WITHOUT written instructor permission. This change would also require that there be no registration over-rides from counselors or from Ho’okipa registration personnel without instructor permission. The instructor should determine the roster.

b. Banner should be activated to check course prerequisites and block registration of students who have not yet met them. This feature was one of the original selling points for Banner, and allowing the Banner system to automatically check course pre-requisites will lesson the burden on instructors without increasing anyone else’s workload.

c. To make wait lists more effective, they should be sorted by date, with earliest dates listed first, so that instructors can add students from the wait list impartially and fairly.
