1. Minutes

Mark motioned and Ron seconded approval of last meetings minutes.  Dorothy requested 
that the attendance list be passed around and/or available at senate meetings.

Excellence in Teaching – Robert Wherman


Robert stated that it would be beneficial to the campus to hold voting on-line.  Many 


faculty members were reluctant to pursue this. It was suggested to try both voting 



methods for the next award.  Marty from Molokai stated that for outer campuses it would 


be difficult to do both.  It was decided that we will try both and Marty from Molokai will 


assist in tracking the outcome.

Tech fees – Robert Wherman


The tech fee proposal that the senate passed last year for MCC was put in with the UH 
tuition increase proposal.  The BOR did not approve the tech fee tied into the tuition 
increase proposal.  MCC still has a problem with outdated computers.  Robert proposed 
to re-initiate a $3.00 tech fee for MCC students. Bruce seconds. Motion carries 
unanimously.

Akaku update – Pat Adams 


Pat reported that the Director of Dep’t of Consumer Affairs is coming to MCC on 
Monday with the hopes of setting up a truce with MCC and Akaku.  He has the power to 
absolve the board.

Flex Schedule – John Pye and Jennifer Yoshioka


John gave an overview of the proposed flex schedule. Highlights of the overview 
included a review of the pro’s and cons.  He would like to offer a few classes like this in 
Spring 06.  This could possibly impact 50 to 60% of the students. WCC currently offers 
flex classes. He noted that the financial aide officer of WCC said that it is all in how you interpret the federal regulations.  Issues of flex schedule are room schedules and times, as well as impact for student on financial aide and VA benefits.  

Jennifer Yosioka gave testimony voicing student concerns, as well as negative and positive feedback from students. Overall, she asked that the senate not endorse the flex schedule, noting that more research needs to be done on the student impact.


Dorothy motioned that the senate accept the proposed flex schedule (John has copies), Vinny seconds the motion.  Vote results: 20 for and 13 against.

Robyn would like it noted that she is not against the flex schedule, she voted no because she thinks it is not the right time.
