MCC Name Change

There is ongoing discussion about changing MCC’s name.  Wallette mentioned that representatives from the community should be included in the discussions.  Need to check with Clyde on this matter.

All Campus Council Charter

Dan mentioned that feedback is needed on the charter.

Discussion Topics

Those present at the meeting were given sheets with discussion topics listed.  Everyone chose the top five topics they would like to see discussed in Spring 2005.

Reorganization

There was discussion on reorg.  Discussion included:  creating a survey for the academic senate and evaluating our current structure and its strengths/weaknesses; coming up with clear criteria and parameters on what needs to be achieved; sending justifications to the Chancellor; determining efficiency, relevance and effectiveness of structures; exploring other options or proposals; quantifying costs, etc.
